mighty progrefs they had made in fo fhort a time , to de-
 firoy the end, it was firft ordained for. So that by his
fubtlety, inftead of their great Charity, which at prefent
is almoft wholly frozen up, he has poffefled them with -
the two moft pernicious affetions of the World, Ambi-
tion and Covetoufnefs. Which brings fo great a mifchief
upon Chriftendom,that a greater is hardly to be imagined,
as I fhall make appear by the following Difcourfe. Only
firft , I proteft before God, that it is neither Intereft nor
Paffion, which moves meto Write 5 but only my zeal for.
the publick good: For the advancement of which, I
holdmy felf obliged to employ the utmoft of my power,.
in hopes that their hypocrific and practices being laid open-
to the Great Men of the World, they will find fome ex-
pedient to remedy the Abufe.. : :

The firft thing then to be known is, That the Jefuites
Order being particularly applyed to the Education of:
Youth, of which there is no Kingdom nor Town, but
{tands. in great needs it was foughtto, in-the beginning
far, and near , and highly favoured by many Princes : In-
~ fomuch that withina few years it was gotto as higha pitch,

as others have attained to inmany Ages. But this Great-
nefs , which very often is accompanyed with change of
Manners, ftirred up in the Succeflors of Father Igratins
fo great a love toward their own Society 5 that perfwa-
ding themfelves it was of more ufe to the Church of God,
thanall the reft, and more proper for the Reformation of*
the World 5 they concluded amongft themfelves,that they.
were to apply all their skill and endevours to the aggran-
dizing of it, fince in that they (hould encreafe the true.
Militia of Jefus Chrift, the good of the whole €huxch,.
and the ancient Patrimony of the Lord, to ufe their own.
terms.. And here it is, that I had need have 4riffotle’s.

Sub-
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Subtilty to difcover, and the Eloquence of Cicero to ex-
prefs the ftrange Method (which many, perchance for its
novelty think it incredible) by which thefe Fathers go on,
daily advancing their Society. But 1 will content my felf
to obferve only fome particulars, leaving the reft to be
made out, as fhall feem moft probable to each mans fancy.
Socthat, alll intend to do, is, to give {fome certain heads,
and directions that may ferve , as I guefs for good grounds
to ;n):f’t that will make refletions, or dilcourfes upon this
Subject,
Firft, thefe Father Jefuites concluded they fhould never
bring Their Society to that confiderable pitch of Greatnefs
s They aimed at, barely by Teaching,Preaching, Admini-
{tring the Sacramentsor by their devout Offices of that na-
tore, For though from the very beginning they had
gained upon the affections of a great many, as I'told you
before: yet perceiving that after alietle time that kind-
- mefs cooled, they much queftion’d, whether their Order
‘had not come fhort in the effeual Captivating of minds.
‘And therefore they devifed two other means for attaining
to their Greatnefs 5 Firft, to endevour with Princes, and
all others to make the reft of the Orders cheap , by find-
ing fome great Defe@s inthem. So thatby this wicked
- application having fet up their own Greatnefs, by the aba-
fing of others, they have made themfelves Mafters of
«ivers Monafteries and Abbeys, and other confiderable
- Revenues, depriving the other Orders of Them (which
before were inpofleflion) by flander and calumny : The
next way was, by infinuating themfelves into affairs of
State, engaging to their intereft the greateft part of the
Princes of Chriftendom by fo cunning and artificial expe-
dients, asare not eafie to imagine. ~ Their Father Gene-
wal, to whom they all pay an abfolute obedience, refides
B2 con-
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conftantly in Rome. He has made choice of certain Fa-
thers, who, becaufe they are always with him are called
Affiftants 5 and there is at leaft one of every Nation,
from whence they take their diftinttion , one calling him-
‘felf the French Afiiftant , the other, the Spawi/h, the third,
the Italian, the fourth, the Englifh, thefifth, the duStrian,
and {0 of all the other Kingdomes and Provinces. The
charge of each Affiftant, is to inform the General of all
Tranfa&ions of State that pafs, either in the Kingdom or
Province, of the which He is Affiftant.  This He does by
His Correfpondents, who refiding in the principal City of
that Kingdom, or Province, make a diligent. enquiry of
the eftate, nature, inclination and defigns of the Prince :
of which they advife the Affiftants , giving them notice
efpecially of the dilcoveries they have made,, orany thing
that falls out new. Thus when all their Pacquets are
‘cometo Rome, the Father General calls together His Afli-
ftants, who lay open to Him the affairs of the whole
World , difcovering to Him the intereft and practices of
-all Chriftian Princes. After which when they have con-
fulted about all that is written, and examined and compa-
red the feveral accompts, They draw the conclufion,
which is to affift one Prince, and oppofe another, accor-
ding as it fuits with Their intereft and profit. *And as the
{tander by fees more, than the Gametter; fo Thefe Fa-
thers having before Them, the intereft of all the Princes,
~do with much more eafe contribute to the affairs of Him,
They know difpofed to ferve Them.

The next point beft worth confideration is the great
pity , that Regulars thould intereft Themfelves in affairs
of State, when Their Order obliges Them only to attend.
the faving Their own Soulsand others. For the Jefuites,
who do ccncern Themfelves more inthe Civil Govern-

ment,
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ment, than the Seculars Themfelves , make it abfolutely

neceflary that fome courfe thould be taken to prevent fo
great a diforder , for fear of moft dangerous Confequen-
ces. : .
Firft, the Fefuites Confels a great part of the Nobilicy
of the Popith States, for the more effetual carrying on
of which, the poorare no longer admitted to Confeflion,
efi y often They are Confeffors to the Princes

- Themfelves. By which means is 1t not hard for them to
dive into all the defigns, and: fift out all the refolutions ,

. aswell of Princes, as of Their Subjects , of which imme-

diately They give notice to the General or His Affiftants at
#ome. - How eafie is it then to judge, what prejudice this
may doto Sovereigns , when it is by a party that drive on
nothing but their own advantage ? For doubtlefs all the
World will grant, that nothing: can be more efiential to

the prefervation of a State, than Secrecy , by the difclo-
fing of which the other frequently is broken, And this
is certainly the reafon that all wife Princes conceal Their
minds fo carefully , learning by experience what advan-
tage They get by knowing the defigns of others,, which,’
for the better carrying on of Their affairs,

- mo coft to inform- Themfelves of by Embafiadours, and

~Spyes: though the intelligence Pproves oftentimes not o
faithful for want of employing fkilful Officers. | ;
_ But I darealways-undertake that the F ather Jefuites.,

- thatis, the General and His Affiftants have the advantage

of true informationone way or other, of all things that
‘pafs in the moft private Counfells , what by. Confeflions,
“and inquiries of Their Correfpondents placed in all the
principal Cities of Chriftendom, and by the Mediation of
_-other Their Complices , of which we fhall fay more here-
after. Thus They know what ftrength, revenue, ex-
ot oo pence
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-pence OF ‘defigns any Prince has, than He Himfelf.  And
all this at no more charge, than the portage of Letters,
‘which indeed are fomething chargeable too. For, asl
have been informed by the Poft-Mafters , each Courier
cofts Them Fifty or Threefcore Pounds, and fometimes
more , to the Sum of an Hundred Pounds. By which
you may eafily conceive , having fo perfeét notice of the
intereft of each State , They are likewife able toleflen
_one Prince to another, weaken Their authority over the
People ,, raife againft Them , what enemies They pleafe,
and make infurre&ions at_home {fo-muchthe eafier , be-
caufe by the fame means of Confeffion , and Sifting,They
get into the very Souls of Subjeéts,and fo find out, whoare
well,or ill-affected. For,by thofe accounts They have of all
 State-affairs, They may eafily fet Princes at variance, and
poflefs them with a thoufand Sufpicions : and by under-
ftanding the Subjects minds {o well, Theymay with the
{ame facility encourage Their contempt of government,
| to the breaking out into all manner of fedition and con-
' fufion. From all this every man ought to conclude, that
intereft of State forbids any Prince to choofe for his Con-
feflor of that fort of men, who are {o induftrious in
prying into affairsof State, and make that benefit of what
they are acquainted with, to ufe itfor ameans, toin-
.gratiate Themfelves with other Princes. And much lefs
teafon have Princes to fuffer Their chief Minifters and
Counfellors , or the Officers of Their Houfhold to Con-
fofs to Them : Efpecially fince we live in an Age repleni-
{hed with Perfons, which, neither yeelding to the Fefuites
inlearning, or piety, may beas ferviceable, without run-
ning fuch a hazard, being fuch as only concern Them-
{elves in the Dire&ion of Soulsand Difcharging Their Ec-
«clefiaftical FunCions. e

But
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But for the better underftanding of what we have faid
hitherto, and what hereafter fhall be faid ; it muft be
obferved, that there are three forts of Fefuites. The
firft confifts of certain Lay-people of both Sexes which
having affociated Themfelves with that Society, live
under it in the performance of a certain blind obedience 5
{teering all: Their actions by the Directions of Fefuites
and are ever ina readinefs to execute , what They com-
mand. Thefe are for the moft part Gentlemen, and La-
dies that pafs the reft of Their dayes in widowhood , as
likewife wealthy Citizens, and rich Merchants, who like
good Fruit-trees bring plenty of good things to the

_ Jefuites, that is, ftore of goldand filver. Of this fort
are thofe women, which are commonly called Bigotes,
who being perfiwaded by Thefe Fathers to defpife the.
World, are by Them in requital made a harveft of, be-
ing wheedled out of rich moveables, and other confi-

- derable matters. The fecond kind takes in only men, of
which fome are Priefts, and others Lay, who though They
live abroad in the World , and many times by the Jefuites
good word obtain Penfions, Canonries, Abbeysand.
other Revenues , areyet under a Vow to take the habit of
the Society upon the firft Order from the Father General 1
for which reafon they arecalled Fefuites in Vow. Itis by
thefe , the Father Fefuites carry on their bufinefs fo-
{moothly , for the eftablithing Their Monarchy, keeping -

Chriftendom , and this for. fuch fervice ,. as fhall be de-
clared: in the feventh particular. The third fort is of
thofe politick Fefiites , in whom all the authority refts .

and who being accofted by the Devil with the ame tem=

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ptation our Saviour underwent in the Defart , Al thefe
things will I give Thee, if Thon wilt fall down and Worfhip
Me , have taken Him at His Word , and thus in compli-
ance with Sathan do with might and main profecute the
Univerfal Monarchy. Now as almoft all the important
affairs of Chriftendom are paficdat Roze, and that There
it is, the chief of Thefe noble politicians refide, that is
to fay, Their General with a great number of the Order :
So is it upon the fame place Theyhave determined to be-
gin Their Dominion, as They may eafily perceive , whe
will but take notice of Their behaviour There. ~Very
hardly fhall you tranfact any thing in that Court , but the
Fefuites who have notice of all that paffesof importance,
will prefently meet in Counfell to determine an iffue,
that may be favourable to Their intereft. . There you
fhall find Them running to the Cardinals, the Embafia-
dours, and the Prelates, where bringing about the di-
(ourfe to the affair Then in treaty , or to be treated of ,
They reprefent it , as They pleafe, always confidering
Their own advantage , and for that caufe often {o dif-
guifing the matter , asto make White appear Black, and
Black White. Thus the firft Relation, efpecially from
men of areligious Order , making the greateft impreffion
upon the Spirit of Him, that hears, it falls out frequently,
that bufinefs of importance propofed by Embafiadours,
and other Great men to the Court of Rome , hath not
- that fuccefs, as Princes could wifh: and all this by ha-
- ving fpirits prepoflefled by Thefe Worthy TFefuites with
partial accounts , which foreftalls the Credit, that ought
to be giventoothers , who explain Themfelves with more
truth and fincerity. ~ Nor is this at Rome alone that They
impofe thefe Cheats : but likewifc in other Courts , either
by Themfelyes, or the Fefuites of the fecond - rank,

: . - Whence
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Whence we may cenclude , that the greateft part of ‘the
Aftairs of Chriftendom pafs through theefuites hands, and
that thofe only fucceed which they think not fit to oppofe.
All this while I' muft confefs, that their addrefs to engage
themfelves in Affairs, either for the oppofing or favouring
of them, is {o artificial, that ’tis: impoffible throughly
to fee into it, fo as to give a perfect defeription: How-
ever it fhall be no hard matter for any particular Prince to
dilcover {o far as his own Concern requires, if he will but
take the'pains to perufe this fhort Account that I {hall
gives becaufe Iknow icwill make him reflet immediate-
ly upon what is pafied, by which calling to mind the feve-
ral circumftances of his former Treaties , by comparing
them with my obfervations, it is impoffible but he muft
defcry the fubtle dealing of the Society. Notwithftan-
ding this {ly and clofe management be the chicf Engine .
they work with, to accomplifh their Monarchy , which
is their principal aim 5 yet they do not omit other means
now and then (f{o has their Paffion blinded them ) thae
lays open their Ambition toall the World.  Was it not a
pleafant requelt they made, under pretence of a publick
good for the Church, to Gregory the Thirteenth 7 Phat
he would give Order tohis Legatesand Nuncio's s each of
them to take a Fefuite for his Confident , to advife in all
bufinefs? - '

The fourth thing that requires our confideration, is
that by thefe devices, and their underftanding in Affairs
of States the Principal Fefiites are ftruck into a great
league of Eriendfhip with many Princes, Temporal and
Spiritual 5 whom they make believe , ‘that they have done
them great fervice: And from this one advan-age have
proceeded very great mifchiefs. The  firft is, ‘that by
making ill wfe of the Princes kindnefs, they take upen

C iy them
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them to wrong-a great many private Families, which.
though Wealthy and Noble, have beenbrought to utter
ruin by the Tefuites ingrofling of Widowes Eftates, and
by indiret means, inveigling many young Gentlemen into
their Order, that have been fent to their Colledges for
Education. For how often do we find it, that when
thefe young Gentlemen grow fickly, or are found uncapa-
ble of performing the Duty belonging to their Order ,,
they are difmiffed without ever having reftitution of their
Eftates made to them, or theirs, the Fefuites having got
pofleflion before ever they would let them Profefs? T his
is far from that jufkice Ignatins has enjoyned them 3 and
no way confonant to that firft intention their Founders.
had, who left them not according to. their infatiate
avarice, but enough to keep them in a condition to ferve
the Church. :

The fecond misfortune , which follows from the accefs
thefe Jefuites have to Princes , is, that the Fathers boaft,
and cunningly make the World believe, their intimacy.
with Great Men to be more, than indeeditis. Andb
this they awe the very Minifters of State, and caufe them
to feck their Favour, and Petition them for whatfoever:
they would have pafs. Nay, their vanity is encreafed
to that degree, as they are fo impudent to boaftthem-
fclves able to make Cardinals, Nuntio’s, Lieutenants,
Governours and other Officers, 0 far that fome had the
{ace to fay, Their General: could do mere, than the Pope
bimfelfs and others, That it-was better 10 be.of that Order
which could wake Cardinals, t ban be one thew elves, 1 amnot
at all afraid , that what. I have faid will'make me pats for
a Slanderer 5 becaufe the Fathers fpeak it all {p openly
themfelves , that hardly any one, who has converfed with
them , has not heard them fay the very fame thing.

The
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- The fifth pointis, after the foundation of Policy laid,
that the firft thing they demand of thofe Princes, into
whofe good opinion they are got, isto obtain leave to
advance or fupprefs whom they pleafe., always pretending
Religion, to make their requeft more acceptable. And
when it fo unfortunately falls out , that they have their
will, which is but toe often; you muft not expect that
they fill up Vacancies with men of defert , and fuch as
are beft able to difcharge the Duty of the Place 5 quite
contrary,if any one recommend fuch Perfons to the Prince,
~they f(hall ufe all their intereft to hinder it , unlefs they
prove to be fome of their Intimates, fuch asare wholly
devoted to their fervice. -~ But thofe they recommend and
ftand for, it is no matter how ill affected they are to the
Prince , or how great Knaves, capable of the Imploy-
ment or not, that does not at all concern them. By which
_ ordinarily we find , that fuch Officers, as they prefer,
ferve for nothing but to torment their Prince, and cherith
the People in Difcontents, which in the end break out
into Sedition. :
The fixth oblervation cannot be made out better , than
by the comparifon of the Captain of a Ship,who perceiving
a favourable Gule for his Voyage, has no fooner given
notice by his Whille , but all the Slaves are at their Oars,
to make for the Place appointéd. - For it is almoft after
the very fame manner, when the General has concluded
with hisAffiftants,that fuch a perfon fhould be {o preferred;
the firlt notice he givesof his purpofe to thofe that refide
upon the place, has a general influence to fet them all
‘at work, tooth and nail, to fet up tlie Perfon fo marked
out. It follows then that he which hasreceived'fo figual
an obligation, muft be very ungrateful, if he doesnot
requiteit, when it liesin his power, By which it comes
g to
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to pafs many times, that they efteem themfelves more be-
‘holding to the Fefuites , than the Prince who gives them
the Oftice, and {o more devoted to their Intereft, than
to his Honour and advantage.. Thus are Princes fooled ,
who whilft they fancy they have got afaithful Servant,
iave taken into their breaft a Spy-of the Jefuites , whe
oftentimes by that means work the ruin of the Prince,
that raifed him. This and all the reft I have mentioned
are fo great Truths, thatI could eafily give many Exam-
plesof them by fad experience. Butbecaufel would not
unneceflarily contract an odium uponmy felf, I fhall omit
them, and content my felf to draw only this conclufion
from what I have faid in this lalt point , That this Device
of” the Fefuites to place their own Creatures in great Char- |
ges, is perchance the reafon why they call their Order
a Great. Monarchy 5 forafmuch as by this way they dif=
pofe of Princes-and their Minifters. And. therefore it
cught not to feem ftrange, that one of' their chief Fa-
thers, having a publick Addrefs to make to a Great Man
in the name of the Society , let fall this arrogant exprefli-
on, Tou know very well ( Sir ) 1hat our Socicty have alwayes
held a fair Correfpondence with your Highrefs 5 importing ,
no doubt, that they were Monarchs,as well as he.

In the feventh place , thefe Fathers endevour, asmuch
as in them lies , to make the World believe, that all thofe
that receive any favour froma Prince, are to acknowledge
it from their Interceflion, or.fome of their Creatures:
And this gives them a greater power over the Subject ,
than his natural Prince 5 which cannot certainly be with-
out very great danger: It being againft all reafon, thae
fuch freward and ambitious Youths , as the Jefiites are,.
{hould have the Will of Minifters of State at their Di- °
fyofe. . For befides that they have an opportunity by,

‘ this
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this means to work what Treafon or' Diftubance they
pleafe, they have an infallible expedient by thefe Mini-
fters (their Creatures) to place their Jefuites in Vow, of
which we {pake before’, about Princes , either in the ca-
pacity of Counfellors, Secretaries, or what elfe offers
it felf. - And no {ooner thefe are in, butthat they plye
the Prince night and day to perfwade him totakea Fe-
fuite for his Confeflor, or Chaplain at leaft, and all to
make Spies for the Father General, to whom they give
account of the moft private paflages. Which is, no
doubt , the caufe that it {0 often comes to pafs , that what
has been thought to have been carryed moft fecretly , has
become publick when leaft dreamt of; and that we find
undertakings of the higheft importance fruftrated , with=
out being able to imagine who was the Traytor; and what
is yet worfe, oftentimes they undergo the blame ; who
leaft deferv'd it .

The eigth particular to be noted, is , thatas it is natural
for' the Subjett to follow the inclination of hisPiince 5 fo
all thofe who have given themfelves up to the Father Ge-
neral, when they obferve his clofe and paffionate applica-
tion to State-Affairs, and that he makes it his own bufinefs,
by this means to aggrandife and enrich his Society , they,
like Apes, immediately take after their Leaders, and
turn all Politicians to help in carrying on, as they fuppofe; .
{o gloriousa-projeét; To thisend they fet their Relations
and Friends at work to get into the hearts of Princes, and
difcover their moft fecret thoughts, evermaking report
to the Afliftants and General upon the firft notice. . For
being well affured , thatitisthe only way-to procure their
Superiors good will, and by confequence ‘Preferment
(which is beftowed upon none but fuch as are thought ca~
pable of exalting their Society to that pitch they aim.at)

: ' they.’
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+they make it their bufinefs to recommend themfelves , by
-fome politick Atchievement, that they may be looked
~upon as fit to manage greater Affairs,

My ninth obfervation, therefore fhall be, that asby
virtue of the Alembeck, Chymifts know how toextradt
.Ointments for the Cure of almoft mortal Wounds , and as
_ the Bee makes her honey up of the choice of diverfe flow- -
ers 3 fo the Jefuites by ftrength of Reafon, compofe their
‘own Intereft out of the faithful Intelligence they have of
‘the Concerns of all Princes, and of all Occurrences of
State 5 by which they do not only refreth that inward
thirft of becoming Great, but make likewife a mighty
advantage in underftanding their own emolument , in pro-
fecution of which, they beat down all before them to ac+
complifh their ends. But, what is moft remarkable, when,
as we have faid before, they are gotinto the hearts of
Princes , they are ufed to play them off, by afluring them,
what excellent expedients they have for putting fuch a
plot in practice , and to bring aboqt fuch a defign.  But
fcarcely will they bave begun intheir afliftance according
to engagement, but that upon confideration of. fome
‘inconvenience this addition of Greatnefs to a Prince ,
whom they have hitherto fed with fair hopes, may bring
to them, they create a thoufand delaies, like Advocates
in a Procefs at Law ; and then upon afudden, by fome
excellent fleight of contrivance , turn all into confufion ”
and fo break the neck of that Plot themfelves had laid.
He that will but refle&t upon the League of Frauce,
which being carryed en, and concluded by them , was
 likewife deteted , when they faw the King was like to
get the betters and upon Exgland, which they fo often
promifed to the spawiards 5 will needno other proof to
‘make out the truth of whatlhave faid. :

May
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May we not then very juftly draw this conclufien from'

_ the whole, That the Fefuites having no real or fincere
kindnefs forany , nor will oblige the World beyond their
own Intereft, neither Prince nor Prelate can make ufe
of them without injury to themfelves. For at the fame
inftant they pretend a like refpect to all, becoming
Monfienrs with the French , Dons with the Spaniard , and
fo with all other Countreys, as occafion ferves , and hopes
of advantage. They are very indifferent who it is they
do harmor good te.  And, no doubt , it is that exceflive
Self-Intereft, and the little regard they have to any mans
@oncern elfe, which makes few enterprifes fucceed , in
which they have a hand. However I muft allow , that
they have an incomparable art in concealing this indiffe-
rence , {fome of them ftill pretending a great zeal for the
Crown of France, others for that of Spain, others for
the Emperour , and for all the reft of the Princes from
whom they expect any favour.  But if it fo fall out, that-
{ome one of thefe Princes takes a Fefuite into his Cabinet-
Counfels , this fellow fhall no fooner know any thing ,
but that he will advife the Father General of it , who.
prefently fends back his refult upon it , in order to which
he. proceeds , without confideration either of his Princes
Will or Service.

And though thefe T’ have already declared , are very:
great inconveniences 5 Iwill fhew you yet greater. The
firft is, That the Jefuites being fully informed of the fe-
veral Intereflts and Counfels of Princes, they amongft
them that feign themfelves to be of the French Faction,
propound to the King, or his chief Minifters, certain con-
fiderations of State, which may be of fome weight,
fuchas havebeen fent from Rome in their politick-Letters. .
Thofe which flatter the Court of Span or ony other:

‘ Govern-
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Government, where they have accefs make other propo-
fitions in thefe places, quite contrary to the former, or
atleaft fuch as'may keep Chriftian Princes at a diftance to
be in perpetual jealoufies one of another , which difturbs
the common Peace more than can be imagined, and brings
a mhisfortune upon all Chriftendom. For, fuch a defiance
hinders all poffibility of joyning againft the Common .
Enemy s and indeed makesall Treaties of ‘Peacebetween
Princes fignifie very little. The fecond inconvenience is,
That by thefe fubtle pratices they have {oopened the
eyes of all people, that nobedy minds any thing elfe bue
-the Politicks : So as nothing is done now a dayes, that is
not firft ‘weighed in this balance ; nor any bufinefs that #s
not diréCted by this Fefiritical Compafs. But all this
would be nothing to what mifchief would enfue , if they
of the Reformed Churches thould take up this example ,
and abufe their Intereft with Princes after this manner.
For then inftead of Lutherans (with whom fome accom-
modation may, it is hoped, be found outone day) we
thould have {pring up a politick brood of irreconcilable
Antichrifts. And to makeit appear , that I have faid no-
thing but the truth, when I have charged the Fefuites
with fuch abominable Artifices, and Collufions , above all
when they are upon infinuating themfelves into the favour
of Princes, I muft not forget what was dore amongft them
fome years fince upon the Concern of Great Britain,' QOne
- of their Fathers, an Affiftant of that Kingdom, called
- Father Parfons, having writ a Book againft the Right of
the King of Scots to the Crown of Ewgland 5 Father Criton
withothersof the fame Order defended the Kings Caufe,
- in a Book Intuled, The Difeourfé of the King of Scots a-
gainit tke Opinion of Father Par{ons, or to that purpofe..
And though you may {ufpect by this,that they are divided
' among
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" among themfelvess yet Idoaffure you, they do under-
ftand one another perfectly well, For this Game was
played by the directions of their General , to the end,that
if the Scoteh were difappointed of the Succeflion, then
fhould be fhewed, to whoever came in, Father Parfous his
Book ; or if otherwife , Scotland fhonld carry it, then
they (hould ingratiate themfelves by prefenting Critor’s
Work : And fo whatever came uppermoft they were
provided with that fhould make their Society acceptable.
By which you may judge how true itis, that I told you,
Princes are the main objet of all the Jefuites Defigns and.
AGions , and therefore reafon good, they fhould efteem
their Order a Great Monarchy. Nay, is not this an uh-
deniable argument of my aflertion-, the {mall care they
take to pleafe any Prince , when their Intereft comes in
competition ? We have have many experimental Examples
that convince it beyond difpute, if it were worth the
trouble to fet them down: I will only give you one,
which fhall be as good asa thoufand. Every one knows,
that there is none inthe World, that the Fefisites are in fo
high a nature obliged to, and to whom they owe more
fidelity, than the Pope, notonly for the particular Vow
of Obedience they make to his Perfon, but for many o-
ther reafons befides. And yet for all this Piws Quintus of
blefled memory , having a mind that thefe Fathers fhould
officiate inthe Chore, and do all things after the manner
of other Regulars; they would never obey him, but
pretended fiill fome great prejudice it would bring upon
them : Only there were fome amongft thern that fubmit-
ted toHis Holinefs, and did asthey were commanded. But
how did the reft ferve them ? Were they not by way of
reproach called dviatins, or Startersafide 2 And was ever
any of them afterwards preferred in the lealt? Juftfo
. D they
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they fet themfelves againft that worthy Perfon Charles Bo-
romeo Archbifhop of Milan, when, as Legate 2 Latere, he
would have vifited their Society amongft the other Regu-
lars. :

- But (alas ! ) what is all this? They break eventhe
koly Canons by trading, exprefly againft their injunctions ,
in Pearls, Rubies and Diamonds, whichare brought them
from the Indiec. And it is generally believed, that the
greatelt part of the Jewels which come from the Indies
and are fold at Venice, pafs through their hands. Neither
is this a bare rumour {pread abroad by their enemies 5 for I
have it from thofe very men,whom they imploy,as Brokers
to put them off. T could produce other Stories, that
fhould make it as clear, how 1ll they ferve the Pope, and
how dithoneftly 5 but becaufeI can fay nothing in it,with-
out mentioning a Prince, who would not very well relifh
my difcourfe, I willbe filent. Forl defire to ferveallthe
World, and offend no man, not fo much as the Fefwites ,
which otherwife I honour,and again{t whom I do not in the
leaft pretend towrite an inveltive 5 only a little to abate -
their pride, and, if poflible, make them behave them-
felves with more moderation, than hitherto they- have
done.

For who is there almoft that has not reafon to complain
of the Jefuites ¢ And yet, juft as it falls out many times
with menin defperate difeafes , whilft they make lamen-
table complaints to heaven, fuch as ftartle every body
that hear them, though each patient very well knows
what kind of a Difeafe he is vifited with, yet not one in
a thoufand can tell from what inward caufe ic proceeds
{o, notwithftanding all the World cries outupon the Fe-
Juites , fome for being opprefled by them ; others for not
being, {0 honeftly dealt with, as was to be expected from

: , _ men. .
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menof their Robe yet theinconvenience continues, few
perceiving what is the original of this Mifchief. How-
‘ever if one would but look a little into the bufinefs, it
would appear plainly, that the immoderate and boundlefs
paffion of making themfelves Great , provokes themto
neglect the fatisfaction of Princes, and to deceive them,
to opprefs the poor,. embezel Widows Eftates, ruin great
Families, raife fufpicions and promote enmities betwixt
Chriftian Princes, to introduce themfelves into their
Affairs. But would it not bea ftrange irregularity in na-
ture, if oneof the meaneft parts of the body, which was
made only, as a fervant to the more noble, fhould take
to itfelf the beft blood , and the greateft fhare of the
vital fpirits? Could one after fuch a diforder expect lefs,
than a diffolution of the whole? The abufe in Church
and State is no lefs 5 when we fee the jefiites Order,
whichis come in, one of the’lalt, and ercéted for the
Converfion of Infidels, and drawing finners to repentance,
aflume to itfelf the Concerns of Prince and Prelate,
~ drawing out the beft, and very life itfelf of their Affairs
_ for their own ufe : Which molt affuredly cannot be done
without, both a publick and private difturbance, by keep-
ing under thofe fubjects who moft deferve advancement,
and raifing none, but the unworthy, with thoufands of
~ other Divels,fuch monftrous proceedings muft call up.

I could eafily bring many reafons here from experience,
befides thofe I have given, to prove of what a vaft extent
the ambition of the Fefuites is , and that there is no mea-
fure in their defires of growing Great. - But becaufel
hate to be tedious, Iwill only lay before you the project
of Father Parfons upon England , as he himfelt hasfet it
down, in his Book called The Reformation of England.
Where after he has fallen upon Cardinal Pole (a man of

¥ : 4 0 B fingular
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fingular piety and worth) and has obferved certain faults -
and defects inthe Council of Trent 5 he concludes at laft,
that fuppofing Ew#gland fhould fall back to the Church of
Rome , he would put it into the Condition of the Pri-
mitive Church.. Forthis purpofe, all the Ecclefiaftical
Revenues muft be brought into one common Stock , the
care and difpenfation of which, he would have committed
to feven difcreet perfons,taken out of the Fefuites Society,
to diftribute, asthey fhould think fit. Moreover, he
would have all other Orders forbid coming into this
Kingdom- under fevere penalties, only fuch as they fhall
permit, which according to his judgment muft be none
but the begging Orders. But as it ‘is the ufual fateof
felf-love toblind thofe it has maftered , and be they never
fo wife, make them guilty of the greateft follies : 1do not
much wonder at what this Father adds, England (fays he)
being once brought back to the Truth, the Pope must not, for
at least five years after, think of making any profit out of the
Church-Revenues , but remit the whole entirely to the feven
who fhall difpofe of thewz , as they think best for the Churches
advantage, In good earneft aman muft be very dull, that
fhould not perceive their whole defign to be to amufe, or
rather cheat the Pope by fuch a propofal , hoping at the
five years end to find out fome other trick, which feldom’
fails them , to keep itfive years longer, and foby degrees
{hut His Holinefs quite out. Does not this demonftrate
their greedy ambition to an undeniable degree? Can
any man after this, doubt of their afpiring thoughtsof 2 -
Monarchy ? Do not the artsthey ufe, put it paft difpute?
And do theynot at the fame time, make it manifeft , that
{0 they have their Ends, they are indifferent, as to the
reft, whetheradvantaged or ruined by it? In the time of
Gregery the Thirteenth, they made’it their requeft, to

it . B be
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be inveited with all the Churches of Rome’, no doubt that
they might found their Empire in the Capital City of the
World:But that which was deny’d them forRowse,wasupon
their importunity, granted them for Ewgland, where they
made him confer the Dignity of Arch-Prieft upon a Jefuite
in Vow,who inftead of protecting the Ecclefiafticks, plays -
the Divel againft all Priefts, that have no dependance u-
pon the Fefuites , fo far asto hinder their communication -
one with another , though but to difcourfe , which has
made them almoft defperate. Therefore it is no mar-

~vel if at prefent moft of all the Priefts in Exgland are
Fefuites in Vow 5 fince, befides the reafons I have already
given, they admit none into the Colledges,but fuch as pafs
their word to take the habit of the Society. So that
if England fhould flide back again, there is no queftion
of it, but that it would give beginning to an eftablifhed -
Monarchy of the Fefuites 5 becaufe the Bifhopricks, Dig- -
nities, and generally, all the other Benefices and Church- -
‘revenues would be beftowed upen Fefwiter. S48
Nowonder then, if after this we hear of fofew Con-.
verts, efpecially in that Nation we laft fpoke of.: For :
firft, the old Stock of Priefts which formerly :made 'a .
great harveft, that the Fefuires falfly attributed to them-
felves, is near worn out. And thefe Youths are more -
zcalous in promotihg their own Intereft ; than. in fa- .
ving of Souls. And then befides the Proteftants ob-.
ferving the tyranny of the Jrsurres over other-
Priefts of their own Religion, and how they juggle in .
all their dealings, have taken {o great -an averfion, -that -
for fear of coming under the fame lafh themfelves, they .
think of nothing lefs, thana change. I will fay nothing
‘here of their imaginary pretences toa certain State, nor
the difcourfes they continually buz in a Princes -ears of .
~ ' : " the. -
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the great fhare they boaft to have in the hearts of his
people , by which they make him believe, they keep
them in their Allegiance and Loyalty towards him. It
fhall fuffice for conclufion of my Difcourfe, only to pro-
.-pofe four Confiderations. :

I. That Men fo ambitious, and that drive on fuch
‘Defigns, muft needs be lovers of change and novelty.
And therefore being able to create them, when they
pleafe, by putting menin Arms, the Condu& of which,
1 have fhewed you, how good they are at, it isin a man-
ner impoffible they fhould forbear; Hence you may
eafily judge, That no Prince ought to have any kindnefs
for them , who loves Peace and the prefervation of his
State. For I have already made it appear, they can
. do him no more fervice, than what may, as well be done
by others :- But then they may ingage him ina thoufand
troubles, . and it may be, promife his Dominions to
another , if he entertains them in his Territories , and
does not fhew them refpet enough, by governing
himfelf after their DireCtions, which is of equal
danger.

11. If without any temporal Jurifdicticn they make fuch

.a bufsle in the world swhat would become of us,if unluckily
any-of them fhould happen to be Pope 2 No doubt, he
-would fill the Confiftory with efuites , and (o entail the
Papacy upen themf{elves Going on then,as they have done,

. and fetting their Interelt for a Rule, and having a Rope
~with all his power to back them ; were it not to be
~feared that the Dominiuns of many Princes would be in
- jeopardy , efpecially thofe that bordered upon St. Peter’s
Patrimony ? 1 ( f! ’

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" 111. Such a Pope, chofe out of their own Society ,
would eertainly do his utmoft to inveft them with fome
Townand temporal Jurifdiction, which could not be done:
without injury to fome Prince. HS

1V. If the Confiftory were filled with Tefuites, the
whole Patrimony and Revenue of the Church would be-.
in their hands ; and as we fee a man that hasa Dropfte ,
the more he drinks, the dryer he is; {o doubtlefs, thefe
Fathers with fuch anaddition of greatnefs, would be but
the more covetousof Richesand Honour, inprofecution
of which, the whole world fhould be difquieted. Now, .
all the world knows , nothing is fo liable tochangeas
States , efpecially where there are thofe, that never want
boldnefé to attempt. So that it is very likely the Fe-
fuites in the cafe we fuppofe them, would quickly alter
the prefent ftate of Affairs, to bring it to their fafhion,
and thus to confirm their abfolute Monarchy.  For, .
though hitherto they have done their beft to make
themfelves acknowledged Monarchs, by drawing into
~ their Company the Sons of Free Princes ; who were
to give up their Rights tothem 5 yet could. they never -
compafs it , becaufe ftill fome other power perceiving -
their aim , has croflfed their purpofe. But if a Fefuite
once came to be: Pope , then would be their time, after -
full pofleffion of the Church-revenues, by their crafty. -
methods to attain to that {0 long withed for Conditi-
on. . However I hope, though fuch an accident might -
not ; prove fo fatal , yet the apprehenfions of \what
may fall out, will be {0 well confidered in behalf of .
all Free Princes , that the Conclave will never run the

rifk of {o dangerous an importance.

From::
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- From what I have faid we may gather this general Con-
fequence , that it is neceffary for the prefervation of the
publick peace, and the fecurity of Government, thac
His Holinefs and other Chriftian Princes give fome check
to this Society , whofe ambition is got up to that exceffive
pitch, as without forme peedy prevention will become re-
mediles. When my advice fhall beafked for the effec-
“ing of this, I am confident they fhall be fo far from ta-
king it amifs , that they will give me thaoks for it. Alll
would bave, being only to make them Monarchsof their

CHAP. L

How they muft behave themfelves in any place up&h
their firft entrance into a New foundation.

AO make our Order acceptable and
welcome to the Inhabitants, among(t
whom we are to fettle, it is very re-
quifite to make them underftand the
rule of our Conftitutions 3 that it is

- to no other end , but as much as in us

@ lies, to procure the Salvation of our

o Neighbour and our felves. For that
reafon we ought with ail fubmiffive and humble deport-
ment frequently to vifit the Hofpitals, the Sick, and thofe
that are 'in Prifon, to Confefs them ; that bya Charity
to the Poor not known to other Orders, and being [New-
comers , we may have thereverence, and refpe& of the
beft, and moft eminent pcrfonsEin our Neighbourhoo%
3 , : are
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Care muft always be had to remember that written
Rule, to requeft, with all modefty and fhew of piety,
leave to perform our Functions, and to make fure of the
good will both of Clergy and Laity within the Parifh ,
whole favour or power may avail us any thing.

We muft go far and near, and beg the little Collections
for the Poor 5 that the Inhabitants, taking notice of our
neceflities, may be the more liberal. :

We muftappearto have but one foul, and one defign.
amongt us all 5 that by the fhew of a fubmiffive comple-
fance , every body may approve of it :; And if any be
obftinate in this point , let him be thruftout of the com-

any. .

- V}\’fe muft inform our felves of the value of all Eftates
perfomal and real , but feek ouracquaintance with them
rather through liberality, than purchafe.. And if we get
any thing that is confiderable, let the purchafe be made
under a ftrange name by fome of our friends; that our
poverty may flill feem the greater.

' 8uch revenues as we have near any Town , in-which
thereare any Colledges of ours, let our Provincial affign
them to fome other Colledges more remote , that neither
Prince nor people may difcover any thing of our profits,
We muft never fettle in a- Town that is not rich and
wealthy . And this muft be pretended in imitation of our
Saviour , who went not up to Ferufalems , or any other
place, but tofave Souls. And’'doubtlefs he underftood
Judea much the better by fo often frequenting it with his
Difciples. ol o) G911 201210

. And this more: is to be faid fora populous place ; ‘If
our Socicty defign the faving of Souls, They have the
Il}rovc;b their own , Where the people 7+, there rinfi the prey

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Aswell for ouradvantage, asthat we may be thought:
poor , we muft fearch and icrape up all that can be fpared
in Town or the Villages adjacent. i :
Our Preaching muft be directed by the humout of the
people we live amongft; and it muft be infinuated that
we are come to catechife and teach their-Children. -And
¢his we muft do gratis , without regard had to any qua-
ity 5 and yet {o, as in order to ferve our {elves , by not
feeming burdenfome to the people, as-al] other Begging
Orders are. :
We muft profefs to be of the number of the other Beg-
ging Orders, till our Houfe has got a fufficient Income, to
which we muft havea particular aim. :

CHAP. 1L
What muft be done to get the ear and intimacy of

Princes and Great men.

Here is great care to be taken inthis bufinefs. To
-k bring overany Prince to Us, we muft be fure to
cake off that prejndice of believing, They have no need
of Us, and perfiwade Them, what intereft We have,
That no man dares lift up his hand againft Us. ;
Princes have always defired a Jefuite Confeflour, when
They have been engaged in hateful pratices , that They
might not hearof reproof ; but {till have fome favourable
interpretation put upon Them. ‘This often falls out upon
Matches contracted with near Relations 5 which are very
troublefome , by reafon of the common opinion, That
fuch'Marriages never thrive. And therefore when Princes.
are fetupon fuch things, We muftencourage Them, and
' o - efpoufe
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efpoufe Their Concerns, putting Them in hopes , that

We can have what we will of the Pope ,and alledge fome

reafons, opinions, or examples , which may feed the hu-

mour, by fhewing how Matches of higher confequence

have been approved of for a publick good, and have

many times been indulged to Princes for the greater glory

of God. ‘ :

~ Thuswhen a Prince attempts any thing 5 as for exam-
ple : He hasa mind to make War 3 We muft go along with
Him 5 fix His mind and refolution upon it, witheut enqui-
ring into particulars, for fear, if things fhould happen
otherwife than well, the fault fhould be laid at our door.
And this We may do by pretending Car Rule, which

. forbids Ws to take knowledge of affairs of that nature.

~ To confirm the good will of Princes, it is good toun-
dertake fome little Embafly , always provided it bring us
in fome advantage : by which We may render Our felves
as neceflary, as welcome, and let Them fee how great Our
power and credit is , as well with the Pope, as all other
Princes. :

There is no better way in the world to win Princes,and

Great Men at Court , than by Prefents, which though
never {0 mean , arebetter thannone at all. Andto give

Them a full teftimony of Our affettions, manners and

inclinations , We muft, than which nothing is more ac-
ceptable to Princes, difcover to Them the deportment
and manners of thofe They have anaverfion to. By this
means we fhall creep into the hearts of Princes and Gran-
dees. Now if They be not married , when we receive

Their Confeflion, We muft propofe to Them the Match- |

ing into fome noble Alliance, to fome beautiful Lady,
and a great Fortune, and fuch, as if they are not re-
lated , at leaft are very intimate with fome of Ours, fet

: out

.
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out fuch Virgins with Commendations fuitable to our End
to pleafe Thefe Great Ones. Thus We may by preferring
a Wife make new friendfhips, as we find by experience
in the Houfe of 4#ftrich with the Kindomes of Pslard, and
~ France, and the Dutchies.. B e

When Women of condition come over to Us, We muft
poflefs Them with as great a love to Our Society as is
poflible , and that as well by thofe that are Our Friends of
their Relation, as by Our felves, to theend they may be---
come the more liberal towardsUs. Now the way to gain
their affettions, is by little Services and trifling Prefents,

- which will make them lay open their hearts to Us.

To condu& the Coniciences of Noble Perfons, We
muft follow the opinions of thofe Authors that write in
a more gentle ftile againft the rigorous Morals of the
Monks : Which will make Princes reject the latter, to
embrace Our advice and counfel: And thus They fhall
wholly depend upon Us. _

Therefore to have the good Will of Princes, Prelates
and other Great Perfonages, it is requifite that They be
acquainted with Our great Deferts,, and that We thew

- Them, how confiderable We are in all parts of the World,

. and that We are able ina high meafure to difpenfe with
referved cafes,which other Monks cannot do: as to abfolve
from Fafting, or Paying any juft Debt, Untie the impedi-
mentsof Marriage, and a thoufand other Obligations and
Vows. We muft endevour to breed diffention among
Great Men,and raife feditions,or any thing,a Prince would
have Us to do to pleafe Him. If a chief Minifter of State -
toany Monarch that is Our Friend , oppofe Us , and that
Prince caft His whole favour upon Him,fo as toadd Titles
to His Honour ; We muft prefent Our felves before Him,
- and court Him in the higheft degree, as well by Vifits, as
all humble refpect.. * CHAP.
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CHAP. I1L.

How we are to deal with perfons of Great rank ,

that are not rich, but bave great power in the

Common-wealth , that we may make Our advan-
tages by Their Credit.

F They be Secular Lords, We mult under the pro-
Ite&ion of Their affiftance and kindnefs, carry any pro-
cefs againft Our enemies, and make ufe of Their partiality
to hook in Houfes, 'Villages, Gardens, Quarries of Stone
for Building , efpecially in the Towns where we have
Colledges , always purchafing under a ftrange name of
fome Confident of Ours.

We mutft be very careful to uphold the Bifhops and Pa-
tifhioners revenues for Us s left They fhould hinder the
exercife of Our Function , where They have todo.  For,
In Germany , Poland., and France, the Bifhops have great
power , and can with a great deal of eafe obtain from
their Prince any Convenience for Us, asMonafteries, new
erected Parifthes, the priviledges of Serving at certain
Altars , placesdevoted to holy ufes, and other things
which muft be facilitated by ftopping the Seculars mouths
with fome fmall confideration. Befidcs, We may transfer
to Our ownufe, what foundations We pleafe, where
Catholicks and Hereticks inhabit together, = 5l

Thefe Bifhops fhould be made underf{tand, that befides
the meritorioufnefs of the actin fuch a cafe, they will reap
a great benefit : Whereas the Secular Prielts and the
Monks would pay them with nothing , but a Song-

They
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They ought to have immortal praife for their zeal in fo
good a deed, thatare the Caufe of Our getting into the
toundations of fome Seculars, and Canons, which may be
effefted with eafe by the affiftance of Thefe Bithops. =~
We ‘muft fee, that when the Bifhops and Princes are
founding any Colledges, we have a perpetnal Licence
conferred upon Us to affift the Vicar of the Parith-
Churches in the Cure of Souls 3 and that for fome time
the Superiour be a parifhioner himfelf, fo to have the
Charch ' whally A€ Qut difpofes 1131000 100 Baidw - DOC
- The Bifhops muft be perfivaded to build us Colled{g'es
inthofe Univerfities that are our Enemies , and where thé
Catholicks' and ‘Hereticks hinder -Us from 'having any

foundation 3 and that as well There, 4s in aay other great
Town, We may haveliberty to'Preach.’ "™ = 7™
When there is any defign of Canonizing one of Our
Order 5 the bufinefs muft be followed by Lettets of Grace
from Great men to HisHolifiefs.  If occafion o' require ,
that the Princes muftappear in perfon to folicit , We mualt
look to it, that no Regular go'along ‘with’Thém, “or
attend Them, with whom we hold not''Cortefponderce,
for fear they fteal away the Princes affettion from Us
and procure our Colledges ;' ‘where they have any 'thing
todoalready , to be joined to them'to Our prejudice,
Therefore when any perfon of ‘quality comes within Our -
Walls , We mult treat Him with all modeft refpect, and .

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CHAP. Iv.
The Duty of Chaplains and Confeffours to Princes

. and Great Lords.

T Hat Princes and other men of Degree may be fully
- A fatisfied that Our whole defign is the Great glory of
God, which Our Society has chofe for their particular
cognifance; We muft pretend all the refolutionand fince-
rity in the World. And afterwards try, how pliable They
are to Our Inftrutions, notall at once , but by degrees ,
~ {crew Ounr felves into their politick Concerns of Govern-
ment and Revenue, To arrive thus far, We muft often
inculcate, that They ought not confer Honours, Charges,
Offices, or other preferments , but upon fuch as are able,
and of integrity , and that have merited by fome notable
Service., - Make them fenfible, how great a finitis todo
the contrary,, always diffembling our intention to meddle
inany thing of that nature, protefting againft it with ail
affeverations, making it only a Cafe of ConfCience, in the
{tation We are to fpeak the truth. Sk
If then the Prince be putto a ftand what to do : He
muft be told, what endowmentsand capacity They ought
to have who are to fill up fuch or fuch places, and how
they ought to demean themfelves. We muft fuffer none
‘to come in, thatare not of our Intimates. Therefore let
the Prince hear againand again, that to employ menof
integrity and good lives, will be highly for His honour,
_ abfolutely neceflary for the maintenance of true Religion,
and the good of His people. Which perfons muft never
be nominated by any we are not fure of, but by fome of
our
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our faft friends. Thus we hall ftrike up a mutual obliga-
tion, and be the more cheerfully ferved upon all occa-
fions. ' ,

The Confeflours and Chaplains muft get out of our
Friends, what Lands or Money the eminent men have ,
whether virtuous, and bountiful, and be fure tokeep a
Catalogue of their names , and then neatly recommend
them to the Prince, that fo the way may be laid open for
preferment , -‘when any falls worthy of them. But they
muft mark outthofe in the firft place, that by Confeflion
they difcover to be well enclined to Us.

Above all, they muft be fure to handle Princes, and
others, with all cafinefs and fatisfaction, and not-to-prefs
them too much in their Confeffions, or Sermons. They
that retain to Princes muft have very little money, andbe
mean intheir furnicure, contenting themfelves with fome
poor little hole , asin appearance moft mortified perfons
and avoid the fulpicion of flattery. For by fucha difcreet

~carriage they may .prevail eafily with the Prince to do -
nothing, in Church or State without their advice,

All diligence muft be ufed to get the names of all the
Officers of State, to change or continue , as fhall be
thought molt expedient , but without giving ground to
fufpect the removalls come from Us.  And this muft be
brought about by fome of our friends, that are near the

~Prince , who may effet it without miftruft.

CHAP. V.

What muft be done with thofe Orders that conply
with ours , and by that means often get, what

. foould otherwife bave fallen to onr fbare.

'V‘ VE muft difgeft this fort of people,as a Medicine-
¥ for a Mad Dog. And therefore to remedy the-
mifchief, as much as-in us lies, we muft poflefs any
Prince , that will give us the hearing of the perfetion of
our Order above all thereft, andthatif the other feem-
to excel us in the {trictnefs of Difcipline, yet ours inthe
whole is the moft glorious ftar in the Church’s firma-
ment , and that the rule of other Orders is wholly di-
rected by ours.. —

We muft lay. open. the defets of other Orders, and
fhew how they that concur with-us in the fame defigne .
come fart fhort of us in the performance. .

We ought to fet our felves chiefly againfk thofe Orders, .
that ape us in- the education of youth, Principally, in-
thofe places, where it depends upon our credit, and where -
good advantage may be made.

Such Orders-muft be reprefented to the Prince, as con-~
tentious , and apt to caufe tumults and feditions.

- The Univerfities muft be made believe, that thofe-
other Orders are like to prove much.more pernicious-to-
them, than ours.. And if fuch chance to have Letters.
recommendatory from the Pope, or: Cardinals ;' We muft:
procure the Prince to mediate on our behalf to His Holi-
nefs, that we may produce more authentick authority for
our felves..

We
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We muft get the good word of the Inhabitants of that

Town where we have Colleges, to confirm the excel-
lency of our Inftitution, uprightnefs of our converfation,
and ‘incomparable method in teaching Scholars.

Befides it mult be fuggefted , that the opening diverfity
of Schools will be liable to breed oppofition and tumults,
efpecially if under the tuition of feveral Orders.

All poffible induftry muft be ufed to make our ftudies
flourifh, and win applaufe, giving proofs thereof to Prince
and people. ; !

CHAP. VL
How to procure the friendfbip of rich Widowss
F Or this purpofe muft be called out fome of the Fathers

of the livelyeft frefh complexions, and of a middle
age. Thefe muft frequent Their houfes, and if they find
a kindnefs towards our Society , impart to Them itsgreat
worth. If they come to our Churches, we mult put a
Confeflour to them, that fhall perfivade them to continue
in their Widowhood , reprefenting to them the great
‘pleafure , delight and advantage will accrue to them by
remaining in that ftate : and this they muft be affured of,
and premifed an eternal reward , and that this only thing
will exempt them from Purgatory.
Set them upa little Chappel, and an Altar neatly fur-
pifhed , the minding of which may put the thoughts of -2
Husband out of their heads. For the better effetting of
which, frequent Mafles muft be faid there , and Exhorta-
tions given. .
To facilitate the bufinefs they muft be induced to leflen
: Fa : their

their family , and to take Stewards, and other Officers of -
our recommendation, and place fome of our Creatures
about them in the Houfe. So that.by degrees, having gon
a perfet knowledge of’ all the circumftances of their.
Concerns , and their devotion to our Society, we may at
laft place what Officers we pleafe about them. The firft
- thing that their Confeflours aretodo , is to get into theip
Counfels , and to let them underftand how neceflary it is
forthe good of their fouls to. give themfelves wholly up
into theirhands. They muft be advifed to Receive often,
to affift at Divine Service, to repeat the Litanies over, to
take a daily examination of themfelves, and theif Confél=
{ours muft affift themin choofing out fome Men and Wo-
men-Saints for their Tutelaries, efpecially recommending
the Founder of our ©rder. Let them be exhorted to make
an entire Confeflion, that knowing their faults, humours ,
~ and inftructions, from beginning to end, it mayferve them
- asa directionto bring them about to our purpofe.

Twice or thrice a week muft be given thema Lecture .
in commendation of a Widows life, and how many thou-
fand vexations and charges a fecond Marriage incurrs.

Being thus induced to continue in Their Widowhood
prefently they muft be put upon entring into fome relic
gious Order , notina Cloifter , but' after the manner of
Panlina, Thus when they are caught in the Vow-of chattity,
all danger of their Marrying again is over. They muft
then be earneltly prefled not to admit young people into
their Court, fuch-as are given to Courting of Ladjes,
Play , Mufick or Poetry 5 That they avoid much- com-
pany. Butlet all thisbe done with fuch-a moderation-,
as may. prevent any complaint of our rigeur towards
them, for fear of a juft repriment. Y

- All: Prefentations, Chaplains;, and the like , in their
gift , muft be difpofed of by us. By this we fhall infen-

fibly
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fibly get ground upon them, perfwading them to deeds:
of charity , and giving alms, without which they can-
never gainthe Kingdome of Heaven. Always provided , -

‘they never beftow any charity without the advice and
confent of their ghoftly,Father :becaufe it is very material
to be affured upon whem , or how a charity is placed to
make it acceptable to God. For they muft underftand,
that alms ill-beftowed will rather do hurt,than good. And
if* they do not believe,how much it contributes to the ex-
piation of their fins 5 they muft neither be allowed fo much
liberty nor liberality. :

How to keep Widows to our felev?e: , fo far a5 cons
cernsthe difpofing of their Eftates.

v V‘Idows muft be frequént] y mindéd ofcontinuing -

in their devotion , of performing charitable of-
fices, to let no week pafs without doing {fome good work
of their own voluntary moticn, to the honour of the -
holy Virgin, cutting. ofF all fuperfluous expences, and
diftributing fomething extraordinary te the poor, and the
‘Churches of Jefus Chrift. . ‘ :
. Now, if befides this-general good difpofition; they give
any teftimony of a particular bounty towards us, whether
by any great fum of *money, -or otherwife : ‘we muft make -
them entire partakers in the merits.of our Company, and
to fet the better glofs uponit, let it be confirmed by the -
‘Provincial, or.if-need be, byour General.
_ If any of .our, Widows break their Vow of chaftity, .
they fhall be fhrived by their Confeflours twice a year
‘witha renewing of their Vow , that the frefhnels of the -
~ ' Lo mEmMory:
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memory of it may oblige them the moretous. Andupon
.the day of their reconciliation, they may have leave to
.recreate themfelves with any civil divertifement.

It muft be propofed to them tolive after our Rule, and
if they think fit, that all their Astendants and Domefticks
-do the like. )

They ought to be perfwaded to come to Confeffion
.everymonth , as well upon the Fealfts dedicated te our
‘Saviour , as Thofz tothe holy Virgin s The Apoftles, the
JPatron they have made choice of , and principally St. Ig-
natiys,and St. Xavier, : '
~ Place Syndikes with them to have an eye upon both
‘men and women in their Court, and to difcover their
.mifcarriages, for our better information, but not to take
any notice of the Widows vow of Chaftity. -

The Domefticks muft be forbid to look fcornfully , or
talk of things behind peoples backs, which grows ordi-
marily into contempt. And therefore offenders in that
kind are to be feverely chaftifed , or elfe by the Widows
leave turned out of doors.

Thefe Widows muft be ferved by civil Maids of our
recommendation , fuch as have {kill in working feveral .
.ornaments for our Churches, which may be a means to
give their Ladies a pious divertifement. - (

- We muft place a Governefs over thefe Maids of our
.own choofing , that may keep them conftantly at work,
.and have a {trict eye over them,

Vifit the Widows,as often as we may be welcome,enter-
taining them with pleafing difcourfes, and godly ftories,
and keep up the cheerfu!nefs of their humour , and never
be too fevere with them in Confeffion , left they take
diftafte at us: unlefs there be no hopes left of making any
-advantage by them. :

2 We
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- We muft comfort them, and advife them to go often:

 to Confeflion, that in relyance upon this confolation, They.

may be wholly ours,body and goeds. i

If there be any hopes of frighting them into good na--
ture, we may be a little more rough with them: But a-
~ Confeflour muft do this with great caution,and not before -

hie hath confulted with the Superiours. :

- Itis of great importance for the gaining a Widow’s-
friendfhip, to give Them a particular privilege of coming-
into our Colleges upon fome folemn performances, as the
acting a Tragedy , or fuchlike: and not to fet Them go-
abroad in extreme cold weather: and to difpenfe with
Their Fafting, or wearing Sack-cloth, which may be taken-

~off by Alms. That thus They may be fatisfied we are-
not lefs-follicitous- for. the health of: their bodies, than
their fouls.- :

We muft hinder Them, as much as in'us lies,, from-
going to the Churches of other Orders; upon their Fefti-
val days : and convince them, that all the indulgencies of
other Orders are comprifed in Ours.. _

Let them be as fenfual as they pleafe, provided:
they are liberal, kind to our Society , and handle the
matter {0, as notto give {candal.. ko

When they arc in confideration; how to difpofe of:
their Eftates : they muft have laid before them the per-
fettion of the Saints, who have forfeited their blood,,
parents and friends, and cheerfully relieved the poor.
Members of  Chrift.. Here it is, that we muft reprefent:
that Crown they fhall receive , if they give themfelves ,.
and theirs, up to us. ‘ ik

- To induce them the more willingly to this mind, we:
muft let them fee the 123 Articles inthe 42 chap. of our-

Gonslitutions , ‘Thatby this means they may be informeci;

: of:
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of thedrift of this perfection , and may be weaned from
that fondnefs after their Relations. So that their whole °
affections may be fet upon the glory of God, by the ad-
_vice of their ghoftly Father; who muft therefore lay
home to them the great hazard of death worldly grief
carries along with it , which does conftantly attend the
too great tendernefs for near kindred.

Theefcaping of this danger wholly proceeds from that
fincererefignation of themfelves up into our hands : which
neverthelefs was wrought by our importunity 5 A thing
all.other Ordersare ftrangers tog Then tell them of others,
who for this only a&t of refignation have obtained the
kingdome of heaven : and that they-may one day be cano-
nized , if they will be diligent to profecute fo glorious a
defign 5 promifing them moreover under the Seal of Con-
feflion, that they fball be fure of our intereft with the
Pope for the effecting of it. S

When therefore the Widows are ready to put their .
Eftates into our hands , and to give themfelves up to the
directions of their ghoftly Father 5 to avoid clamour and
aprofition, they muft immediately confirm this Con-
veyance , if they be willing , and that they are fully per-
fwaded that fuch counfel comes from God, the Prote-
¢tour of Widows, who has greater care of their fouls,than
bodies. L '

They muft be likewife poffeffed that God takes great
pleafure in good works and alms beftowed upon religious
Orders,, and fuch,poor people , as give themfelves up to
devotion. , o : : -

And thisadvice their Confeflour muft give them', let-
ting themunderftand, that a cheerful giver is a delighe
to God, whenhe acts within the bounds of obedience,
which is the filter of humility. . But they muft be fure,

' S when
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when they determine any charity , to give an account ‘to
their Confeffour , thathe may add, rctrench oralter, as
he fhall think fic, L : -

Above all, they muft be forbid the vifiting of other
Orders, left they intice them away from us. .For gene-
rally,this Sex is unconftant. They mult therefore be made
fee, that our Order is fuperiour toall the reft, more
neceflary to the Church, of greater reputation in ‘the
Cities , and has greater intereft with Princes. So that i
will be impoffible for them to make a better choice. For
the other Monks have none of thefe advantages: nor
ever look after the falvation of their Neighbours, being
generally ignorant, dull, heavy, fottifh fellows, that mind
nothing but their bellies, and voluptuous living.

When we have got good ftore of money and other
things out of our Widows , for fear they fhould take a
freak to marry again, we muft put difSreet Confeflours
tothem, who will take care that they affign us penfions ,
‘and certain tributes, or alms, to pay the yearly debts help
<contraéted by our Colleges,and profefled Houfes,particu-
larly for thofe at Rome , and fuch Colleges where the
poorer fort of our Order ftudy 5 as alfo for the re-efta-

 blifhing of Novitiates, who have long fince been dif; perfed.

Difpofe them to lay out a good fum yearly for the
buying of Chafubles, Chalices, and other accommodations
for Altars. .

Before aWidow comes to die , if fhe has not left us to
be Executors, for fear of difpleafing her friends, want
of affeCtion, or any other caufe, let her be acquainted with
our poverty,the number of our newColleges not as yet en-
dowed, the zeal and numeroufnefs of our Grder, the great

~want our Churches are .in, and advife her to finith thofe
“buildings of our Colleges which are left imperfe, and 'lt)o

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be at the charge her felf, for the greater glory of God,
of erecting Temples, Refectories, and other foundations,
of which we poor fervants of the Society of " Jefus Chrift
frand in need. And let all this be done warily and with
difpatch. >

After the fame method muft we treat Princes,and other
Benefatours , that have raifed us any great {truCtures, or
founded any Place. Firft, letting them underftand, thas
their good works are confecrated to eternity,that they are
the true model of piety, that they are thofe, we make a
particular remembrance of , and that they {hall have their
reward in the next world.

But if they obje to us, that Jefus Chrift waslaid ina
manger at his Birth, and that he had not where to lay his
Head 5 and therefore that we who areina more particular
manner his Companions, ought not to enjoy the perifhable
vapities of this world : then muft it be prefled home to
them, that indeed at the beginning , the Church was in
that condition , but that now by divine providence fhe
is become a Monarch ; fhe wasthenbuta broken rejeted
flone , butisnow grown into a high rock. -

CHAP. VIIL

‘How to draw into onr Seciety the Sons and Dangh-
ters of our Devotes.

11 Hat the Mothers may the more willingly confent  to
this enterprife , we muft perfwade them gently, that.
they muft be alittle harfh with Daughters that are ftub-
born, whipping them with rods, if young s withmortifi-
cation, and threats of. worfe ufage , if more gone in years.

1In fhort, we maft
make it our bufinefs to draw in the youth; by carrying

_ Our fharpaefs in difputations of Things appertaining to
thisworld, orthat to come ; the eloquent difcourfes that
are made amongft us, from delightful entertainments o
heavenly pleafant , which feem to be beftowed upon us
in the name of the holy Virgin , by way of revelation,,
muft not be omitted, as fo many inducements to bring
them to our Order ; convincing them how great a fin it is
- torefift a call from heaven. Let them likewite be prefent

at our Exercifes, to fee what that will do. :

e muft refufe nething that is' offered us.  And if'they
promife us any thing;- it may be committed to writing , if"
there be any danger of giving them diftafte by over-hafty
importunity. e :
We muft prefer no Confeflours to Princes, or others,
but fuch- as arg able and fit to prevail with them, and to.

reprove:.
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reprove them now and then for not being kind enoughyto.
the Society.. And therefore if any of them ac not their
part; asthey fhould do, let them be called back immedi-
ately , and othersfent in their room. For we have found
, toourgrief, thatmany times perfons have died fuddenly,
and by their Confeflours neglect have left nothing. of va-.
lueto.our Church. And thereafon was, for want of being:
dexterousenough to make them fooner ours, whileft they
lived : which might eafily have been done, had we
watched to have taken them in the humour, and not
- waited any other opportunity.

We muft vific the Nobility and rich' Widows , and fift
out with a Chriftian addrefs, whether they will leave any
thing to our Churches, as well to get remiffion of their
own fins,as thofe of their Relations and Friends. After-the:
fame manner mult we handle Prelates, and others of their.
Diocefs, which will bring usinno fmall gain. oy

Our Confeflours muft-be fure to, enquire of thofe that
come to Confeflion, theirnames and fir-names, allies and:
friends,what they intend upon the hopes of any Succeffion, ..
how they refolve to beltow themfelves, how many. bro-
thers, fifters, or heirs they have, how old, what eftate, of
what vocation, or breeding , and perfwade them fuch an.
information imports much to the cleering their confcience.
Thenif there beany hopes of advantage, let them be en--
joined for penance to Confefs every week : that what was
omitted in'the firft weeks Confeffion, may be made out in-
the next. Thus whenall is got out of a Penitent, the Su-.
periour muft have notice, and refolve how he thall be ma-
naged for the future.

What has been fpoken in the Concern of Widows, muft:
as.well be executed upon rich and wealthy Merchants,that.
are married, and have no heirs, and upon rich Visgins lgxaw

e va.:
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‘have an efteem for Us. For if we once get into their eftates,,
we fhall foon make them ours.But we nuft by no means be:
too forward in driving on fuch a defign, left we fpoil all,

To procure any mans good will; we muft take our mea-
fure from his Converfation, and {tudy to humour himin:
his inclinations. And our Provincials muft{end difcreec
perfons tothofe places, where the people ave rich, thata
good account may be'given to the Superiours.of a hope-
ful fuccefs. : '

As foon as our people find they are gotinto their fa«
vour, they muft prefently. cryup their great bounty and
deferts: which the other poor begging Fryars, never
think of doing.

Our Receivers muft takean Inventory of all the Houfes,
Gardens, Quarreys, Vineyards, Villages,and other Emo-

Moreover, they muftfind out every man’s Imployment

the other fide, we muft not refufe the lealt thing that is
profered us by our good friends. But when we are
mn ;}urfuit.of; a great fum, we muft now and then let {lip
alefs.. : :
There fhall be no Monuments or Epitaphs fetup in our
Churches, though it were for any of our beft friends
left the number of them fhould make people miftruft
how rich we are, —— Nay we muft not.permit it. fo much
asto a Widow, that we have drained to the laft Mite..
Our Society being made up of choice perfonss if any
of them grow Scrupulous, and effeminate in their devo-
tion ;. let them be difmifled. Alfo, hethat conceals any,

thing_
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thing from us, or that is dull, or fickly, or becomes mad
by over-ftudying himfelf, though he has given usall he
had : we muft not give him a farthing back again. ~ But
to make his Difmiffion the more Plaufible, we muft pre-
tend to keep what he brought to us- for defraying the
great charge we have been at with him. 163

Fhofe thatarerich we muft avoid being rude with in
the leaft : but fend them away quietly, as out of Com-
paffion, and great kindne(s.
