: In fact, all the main elements of the picture as it developed in
 Cairo are reflected in my communications to Ambassador Spinelli., The

only point which it may be useful for me to add here is that baeck of

the slight modifications of procedure regarding the ofiices in Damascus
(and Beirut) - modifications vhich in no way impair their substance or
cause me any difficulty - was the eritical discussion which, as you know,
‘had developed in Beirut, and the fact that the Syrian communists had -
- taken up the matbter for propaganda puUrposes. 1 shall now complete the
arrangenents as soon as I find the people necessary for the various tasks.

I have writﬁén to Mr. Ben Garidn regarding your reaction to the
Article VIII proposals. When I hear from him I shall get in touch with
_ you again, if necessary. : S : :
