MEMBERS OF SECURITY COUNCIL SUBCOMMITTEE
TO RETURN FROM LACS AND PREPARE REPORT

Part of Group Will Stay in Vientiene To Supply Information

(The following was received here from a UN Information Officer in
Vientiane, Laos.)

Following is the text of a stetement by the Security Council Subcommittee
set up under the Resolution of 7 September l959,>issued to the press in
Vientisne, Laos, at 5 p.m. local time (6 a.m. EDT) Saturday, 10 October:

"Having received essential basic information for its fact-finding
study mission, the members of the Subcommittee in Laos are ready to
fly back to New York to begin preparation of a report to the Security
Council. :

"They have felt it would be advisable to leave behind at Vientiane
some members of the Subcommittee with appropriate secretariat. The
said members would answer any request for clarification and supply any
additional information which might be required in the writing of the
report. Furthermore, they would give information of material change

in the situation if occasion arose."”
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
