As preliminarily indicated in telegram #207, the Secretary-General
hag directed me to inform you that, taking into account all the circumstances,
he felt that he should suggest that you be recalledfrom Laocs., I should

tell you the t an important factor in this decision was your reaction to the
happenings back home, rather than the current development of your wife's
state of health; there are, as far as we know, no symptomsof an aggravation.

You areauthorized to return to Headguarters after having settled your
affairs in Vientiane, When taking leave of Laotian and other functicnaries
you should make clear to them thet the administrative sei-up remains unchanged,
but that for the time being not only Dr. Zellweger's but also your post will
remain unfilled, Mlle Granger, as the most senior United Nations official,
will be in charge of the Mission, and you should hand to her all your files,
with the exception of the private and semi-private correspondence with Head-
quarters, which should be destroyed.

If Mlle Granger has not yet retumed by the time you leave, you should
take the coded cables and the correspondence of Dr. Zellweger, ir. Tuomiocja
and their deputies with the Secretary-General with you in sealed envelopes
and deposit them in the ECAFE safe in Bangkok, where she can take possession ' -
