The more I get on the inside of the UN problems, the stronger
do I feel the need for a development of our approach to the broad
public as well as to the intellectual groups in the Member Countries
along somewhat new lines, Our Department of Public Information makes
a great contribution by providing aecurate information concerning UN
activities, but the basic problem is an ideological one, In view of
the unexplored field into which we have been pioneering it is natural
that this problem so far has been approached with some shyness and,
as it seems to me, with a necessarily somewhat groping attitude
concerning what really counts, I feel strongly that we have to strike
the imagination of the common man, hot by an exaggerated emphasis on v
achievements or even by just simply demonstrating the need for the
kind of appmwh represented by the United Nations, but that we have
to go deeper, in order to activate in support.of what we are doing,
the deep urge of all of us, intellectuals as well as the man in the
street, to realize the simplest and most basic ideals of life. At
the same time I think that we have to try and work for a greater
awareness of the realities of owr world of today, in terms of mutual
interdependence, and of the impossibility for any group or any country
- even as strong and prosperous a one as the United States - to be "an
island unto itself",

As a basis for our efforts to develop our approach in the way I
have vaguely indicated, I have felt that we should need the considered
Judgment of a few people with experience and the attitude to basic
present day problems which would make them good judges of the task
I have in mind. So far my plans are rather limited. I would be happy
if you, Monsieur Schuman, would find it possible to help us as concerns
Western Burope. #And I will address the same suggestion to Mr. Paul
Hoffman as concerns the United States. My intention is to find somebody
also from the Asiatic world and somebody from the Latin American sphere.
