The materials for the upholstering of the chairs

and for the rugs and curtains are hand-woven by the .

well-known Swedish textile artist, Edna Martin. The

color scheme is neutral. The curtains are of gauge-like
material in egg-shell color, and the wall-to-wall carpet
is dark blue. The thick long-haired rug, with 4 chairs

circling a low round table, is a picture of comfort, and

is the only note of brilliance. Here is a pattern of

squares in shades of an unusual color mixture of blue,
aquamarine, grey and green, The fabric for the chairs

is also in dark blue - slightly striped.
